Drop-in Program Provides On-on-One Technology Assistance 

LOUISVILLE, CO — May 10, 2013 — Where does a software engineer go when he retires? If he’s 

Louisville resident Eric Roth, he volunteers for the Tech Guru program at the Louisville Library. Eric, an 

R&D software engineer in the telecommunications industry for 33 years, has been a volunteer with the 

Library’s adult computer tutoring program for the past five years, and now he’s added ‘Tech Guru’ to 

his volunteer résumé. Tech Guru is a drop-in program where patrons can find help with anything from 

basic computer skills to assistance with specific issues concerning web browsing and searching, email, 

Microsoft Office and other applications, tablets and e-readers, and downloading digital library content. 

 

“Today, it’s more important than ever for libraries to find ways to connect people with the resources 

they need to be engaged with the world around them,” said Beth Barrett, Director of Library and 

Museum Services for the City of Louisville.
